(] All individuals must remain at home when sick, or
experiencing any symptoms, to minimize the
chance of spreading COVID-19, or other germs
and viruses. There will be no temperature checks
at the doors upon entry.

Travel Advisory

We follow the City of Chicago Travel Advisory.

As of Tuesday, September 7, every state in the
United States is orange except Vermont.

If it is any other state other than Vermont, travelers
must either quarantine for 10-days or receive a
negative test result no earlier than 72 hours prior to
arrival in Chicago or be fully vaccinated (i.e., being
at least two weeks after receipt of the second dose
in a two-dose COVID-19 vaccine series or at least
two weeks after receipt of one dose of a
single-dose COVID-19 vaccine).

To ensure public health measures while traveling:

e Adhere to masking rules: Masks are required
on planes, buses, trains, and other forms of
public transportation traveling into, within, or out
of the United States and in U.S. transportation
hubs such as airports and stations.

e Bring a copy of your COVID-19 vaccination
records while traveling.

e Monitor for COVID-19 symptoms.

e |solate and get tested if symptoms develop.
